	Latest Planning Application for Moorings in Soaphouse Creek                           
This is for 5 residential and employment barges to be moored in Soap house Creek, together with a visitor’s pier. This scheme seems less intensive than previous so more welcome. The application gave few details and many questions need to be asked, for example hours of operation, the details of the leases with occupants(noise, appearance, maintenance etc).
Q on how pontoons would be secured as don’t want unsightly extra railings/fences, also on the rubbish bins, if on full display. Concern over the impact of the barges at high tides as they would rise up – water regularly overflows over the paving edges.

	AOB Leasehold Valuation Tribunal Ruling (Ian Perry vs FQ Management Co 2)
-ND presented a summary and passed around the LVT document.
The LVT stated that the method to apportion costs between residential and commercial tenants proposed by the applicant was incorrect, as was that used by the management company. They stated the only correct method was that listed in the leases: ”The service charge contributions for both residential and commercial leases have to be calculated at the relevant contractual rate on the total estimated service charge expenditure. This is the only valid basis for calculating the respective service charge contribution payable under the terms of the leases”
This, however, appears to be precisely that adopted by the management company. The LVT refused a request to elaborate or explain it’s answer. They declined to award costs to the applicant (Mr Perry)
AOB  Q was asked – how does the Licensing Committee reconcile the planning restriction of 12 midnight latest opening (to be confirmed)
